Step 1: Select a Smart Phone Owner

person, like a soldier named Joe who fought during the Revolutionary War. If you choose a fictional person, you should make sure that the information you
provide is historically accurate. Write about your smart phone owner below.

Step 2: Create a Text Message Conversation

People use their smart phones to communicate with friends and family. You will need to write a text message conversation between the owner of your
smart phone and another person.
