« Aheadline is a sentence that is at the top of a newspaper article. It tells the
reader what the article will be about. A headline is similar to a title of a "New Park Opens for
book. Kids to Play at!"
« Ifanewspaper article is about a new park that is opening in town, the
headline might be “New Park Opens for Kids to Play At!”
